Policy issues proposed for support at the upcoming legislative session will receive further consideration and deliberation by the Policy Council. Each qualifying legislative proposal will be placed on one of five Tiers (lead, endorse, support, neutral or oppose). The Legislative Advocacy Team will act in the capacity to implement the Tier placement selections and is given discretion to make immediate decisions during the Legislative Session with the obligation to report back formally to the full Policy Council membership.
Proposals submitted using this form will have priority by the Legislative Team. Proposals that do not meet these guidelines will not be accepted.

Guidelines for Proposals
The Policy Council reviews requests for potential legislation using the following criteria: 

1. Does it have statewide or potential statewide focus or impact AND any of the following:

· Advance keeping food grown, raised, processed and consumed in NM. 

· Supports the NMFAPC Values and Equity Statements.

· Does the issue already have sufficient lobbying support?

· Does the issue have support of the food and agriculture communities?

· Does it fit within the capacity of our lobbyist to contribute actual lobbying support (aside from tracking)?

· Is it politically viable?
2. How does the proposed policy align with NMFAPCs Theory of Change priorities? NMFAPC’s Theory of Change is a comprehensive vision of what desired changes are expected over the next few years through our policy work, how those changes can be achieved through policy initiatives and how we will assess that the change is taking place.
